WHAT? The 39th Provincial General Election. 

WHO? Voters who meet the following eligibility requirements.

WHERE? Check out http://142.36.238.17/voter/edfinder.htm for 
your voting location.

WHEN? General Voting Day is Tuesday, May 12, 2009 from 8 
a.m. to 8 p.m.

WHY? In the 2005 elections, only 35% of eligible voters between 
the age of 18-25 cast their vote, making this group the lowest 
participation group in the province. As your fellow citizens we
